Summative Assessments: 
There are two (sometimes three) Tests over defined
units each grading period. These are announced in advance. Also, student projects
are assigned and have specific objectives and rubrics.

Formative Assessments: 
Quizzes to assess student progress on current topics may
or may not be announced. Daily work consists of in-class work, notes, and take-home assignments

Homework: 
 Students will have homework assignments on a regular basis. This work may or may not be graded, but will always be checked. Homework is primarily for practice and has a major impact on one’s learning and consequently their grade.

Make up work:
 Homework that was not officially graded cannot be made up but will not count against a student with an excused absence. All other work must be made up outside of class. All students will have the same number of days to complete the make-up work as they were absent from school.  If make-up work is not completed and turned in within the appropriate time constraints, a grade of zero will be entered.  Students are responsible for obtaining make up assignments either from the teacher or their peers. No make-up work will be allowed for unexcused absences.

Instructional Methods:
 Instructional methods shall include but are not limited to direct instruction, individual and group activities.


Absences: The PGSMST absence policy will be strictly enforced. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain notes, work and all assignments missed in class during any absence. All students are expected to be prepared for each day regardless of previous class absences. The college semester grade will be lowered one letter grade for any students who has more than seven absences (excused or unexcused) for that semester.
